Policies Governing Never Built or Never Utilized Roads at Lake Jackson, Virginia 

The Board of Directors of the Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association, Inc., as owners of lots, beaches, boat ramps, roads, and other real property, have an obligation to all property owners, the community and its citizens to insure that this property is held in trust for our future.  Please be advised that while some few properties might be considered for sale, there would need to be overwhelming interest to the community for any property to be sold.  Convenience of a petitioning citizen to purchase any property is not the sole consideration.  Many homeowners at Lake Jackson purchased their homes knowing that the property was bisected by an unbuilt road; the decision to “sell” such a road will be based upon many factors and following the process outlined below.   The Association is under no obligation to sell any property.

History:  Lake Jackson has many roads which were platted or planned in the early days of development, but were never built and have not been utilized.  In recent years, supervision of the “road system” at the Lake has moved from the Alpaugh Family, original developers of the Lake, to the Sanitary District Lake Jackson Road Committee with Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association and individual property owners providing input.  This has implemented the cooperation and interface with Prince William County Public Works to help execute road maintenance contracts.  

When Lake Jackson Hills, Inc., office closed, the Alpaugh’s donated nearly 100 parcels of land to the Association, some were purchased, and the road system of the 8 original tracts was also donated to LJCA.  Only 1 platted road has been turned over to a property owner, and in establishing a process for that the following guidelines were followed:

1. The platted road is not used for auto or foot traffic nor does it need to be for nearby property owners.  

2. All property owners whose lot(s) touch the road have full access to their property thus removing the road from the system does not interfere with the rights of other property owners or compromise access and performance for Fire and Rescue Service and all aspects of safety considerations or diminish ingress or egress of neighborhood foot and vehicular traffic circulation alternatives.  

3. The person(s) seeking to gain possession of a unused platted road shall provide a detailed scale drawing to clearly show the portion of the platted road that is proposed to be changed in status and its location with respect to other adjoining platted existing and/or unbuilt roads.

4. The person(s) seeking to gain possession of the unused platted road shall upon the request of the Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association provide a certified physical survey and drawing of the proposed road to be changed in status with sufficient survey markers delineating the area for all parties of interest to physically review and comment on the proposed action.

5. All nearby adjacent and/or abutting property owners must be notified by Letter of Intent of the person(s) seeking the road, and their written notarized acceptance of the process including all written responses submitted must be presented to the Real Property Committee for the Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association.

6. The person(s) seeking to gain possession of the unused platted road will incur all expenses for surveys, legal reviews, legal documents and title transfer.  Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association will incur no expenses.

7. The person(s) seeking an unused road must pay for the property.  All monies shall be deposited to the credit of Lake Jackson Citizen’s Association.
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
